· Balance Sheet and profit/Loss statement is circulated and discussed
· The outstanding balance of $25,000 for the landscaping project must be paid and the executive discusses using the last of the casino funds and use funds from the general savings account for the balance. options are investigated.

· There is a questions/answer session about designated uses for the savings and chequing account.
Rossdale Music Society (RMS): Murray

· The proposal circulated by email from  the music promotion group is reviewed. Natalie asks what the estimated percentage of attendees are Rossdale residents, Murray suggests that a vast majority are, upwards of 90%. Lynn introduces the insurance situation if funds move through he community account of these events.

· It is suggested that a committee within the RCL executive would be needed with the music events sanctioned as official events. Specific terms of reference and a delegate for meetings would be necessary, as would agreement on written contracts with the performers. Financial oversight and rules for engagement into contracts would require protocols.

· Murray explains how the vision aims for simplicity with the hope to support local and emerging artists, with the benefit to residents of the community. Debate yields agreement that the RMS will continue as-is for ease of operation. Karen and Jacqueline pledge to serve as delegates within the executive. There is agreement to have a cooperative relationship between the group and RMS.

Steve indicates that audited statements will be ready for the AGM.  A notice of the AGM is to be added to the website, and bulletin posted on the community hall door.

·  West Rossdale is suggested to be gearing up with the progress of the Heritage Plan progress. A community stakeholder group to be established for the next steps.
